Prilhofer & Associates to build a factory to produce prefabricated
materials in Lam Luk Ka Klong 4, Pathum Thani, with an
investment of 600 million baht.

Preuksa managing director Thongma Vijitpongpun said the
plant, using load-bearing wall technology from Prilhofer, would
help increase the company's capacity to build up to 12 detached
houses per day or 4,300 a year.

The factory will also support Preuksa's business growth plan,
which aims to build at least 10,000 houses per year.

Construction of the factory is scheduled to start within this month
and complete in November.
